SPECIAL MEETING, MAY 12, 2014

Special meeting of the Deadwood City Commission convened on May 12, 2014 at 4:30 p.m. in the Deadwood City Commission Chambers, 102 Sherman Street, Deadwood, South Dakota. Mayor Turbiville called the meeting to order with the following members present:  City Attorney Terri Williams and Commissioners David Ruth Jr., Georgeann Silvernail, Gary Todd and Jim Van Den Eykel. Silvernail moved, Van Den Eykel seconded to go into executive session for discussion of personnel matters per SDCL 1-25-2 (1). After coming out of executive session at 5:00 p.m. Mayor Turbiville called the special meeting to order with the following members present:  Department Heads, City Attorney Terri Williams and Commissioners David Ruth Jr., Georgeann Silvernail, Gary Todd and Jim Van Den Eykel.  All motions passed unanimously unless otherwise stated.   

Results

Two bids were received for the Retaining Wall Project at 67 Terrace Street at 2:00 p.m. as advertised on May 5, 2014. Present at the bid opening were Mary Jo Nelson, Kevin Kuchenbecker, and member from CAI2, and RCS Construction. Bid bonds were included in the following bid submittals. 

CAI2 - $87,063.10

RCS - $119,000.00

Engineers Estimate - $44,575.00

Kuchenbecker asked the Commission to continue until May 19, 2014 for review.  Ruth moved, Van Den Eykel seconded request. Roll Call: Aye-All.  Motion carried.  

Public Hearing  

Mayor Turbiville opened public hearing which was continued from May 5, 2014 regarding issuance of horse drawn carriage permit and possible lease of city property.  Turbiville acknowledged the letter from Christopher Berry, Animal Defense Fund, who opposed issuance of permit. Turbiville also acknowledged receipt of letter from Deadwood History Inc., who indicated they are not in favor of the proposed lease that was drafted last week, but approved use of  Deadwood Stage if DHI was named as additional insured at the same amount as the city.  The Commissioners stated they received many phone calls and emails from proponents and also those opposed, both local and from outside interest groups.  Jon Mattson spoke on behalf of Dick Hermann and requested that city grant a permit for the operation for a stagecoach that was privately owned rather than the coach owned by the city to avoid such liability insurance issues.  Horse owner Ray Drake, business owners Lisa Jorgenson, Ron Russo, and Days of ’76 members Ron Burns and Ted Thompson spoke in favor.  Lawrence County resident Shari Kosel spoke against.  Mayor Turbiville requested advice from City Attorney Williams, who stated there is still additional liability to the City even if city-owned stagecoach is not involved, due to the City authorizing permit. After discussion,  Silvernail moved, Ruth seconded to schedule meeting with Dick Hermann and, Jon Mattson, and Commissioners Van Den Eykel and Ruth to address the following issues and have information available for May 19, 2014 Commission meeting:  levels of liability insurance required, timing of rides on Main Street, how tickets will be sold, and how veterinarian checks will be conducted.  Roll Call: Aye-All.  Motion carried.
Commissioner Todd excused himself from the meeting.
