SIGN PERMITS: 
Deadwood Volunteer Fire Department – Permission to hang Two Banners during Fire Prevention Week at 737 Main Street – Deadwood Fire Hall
Mr. Keith Umenthum, Deadwood Building Inspector, stated the applicant had requested two temporary banners for Fire Prevention Week, which was not a recognized Civic Event and he also requested that the banner fee be waived.  Mr. Allen questioned why Planning & Zoning Commission approval was needed for the banners. Mr. Umenthum stated the Planning & Zoning Commission’s permission was required for the waiver of the sign permit fee for the “Not-for-profit” group and he recommended approval. 
Mr. Allen moved to approve the two banners for Fire Prevention Week and to waive the sign permit fee for the Deadwood Volunteer Fire Department.  Mr. Ryan seconded and the motion carried.

Deadwood Gulch Resort – 304 Cliff Street – Banner placed for Mustang Rally

Mr. Umenthum, Deadwood Building Inspector, stated the applicant had requested a temporary banner for the Mustang Rally, which was not a recognized Civic Event, at the last minute.  Mr. Umenthum explained that the banner was displayed for a short period of time and the rally had taken place last week. Mr. Umenthum stated they had requested the fee be waived since it was a one time event. Sign Application – 624 ½ Main Street – Replication of Landmark Sign


On August 20, 2008, the Deadwood Planning and Zoning Commission continue the sign application for 624 1/2 Main Street requesting permission to replicate a pre-existing historic sign, which is allowed by the sign ordinance until the applicant could consult with the Historic Preservation Office to determine size and material.
As Historic Preservation Officer for the City of Deadwood, I have consulted with the applicant (September 2, 2008) and reviewed the application and specifications for the above referenced sign. The original sign (1876 to 1879) appears to have a base approximately 20” to 24” and a sign panel approximately 24” to 27” tall with a tapered and layered top, again, approximately 24” to 27” tall. The original sign was on a post as shown in the historic photograph; however, it is my understanding, based upon Mr. Umenthum’s suggestion the placement of the proposed sign on the wall near the location of the stairs to the existing theater. 
Based on the supporting documentation and research from this office we concur with the proposed size and type of material to be used for the replication of this historic sign (attached) and would recommend approval for permission to replicate the Landmark Sign.
Mr. Umenthum stated that based on the staff report and plans he recommended approval. Ms. Farrier questioned if the fee had been paid. Mr. Umenthum stated the fee had been paid. 
Mr. Shedd moved to approve the replication of a historic sign for 624 1/2 Main Street.  Mr. Ryan seconded and the motion carried.

SUMMARY OF REQUEST

The purpose of the plat is to combine two (2) lots into one (1) lot.  Ms. Hensley owns both lots.  

FACTUAL INFORMATION

1. The property is currently zoned R1 – Residential District.  All existing uses are permitted by right in this zoning classification.

2. The subject lot has 0.194 Acres/8,461.6 square feet.    

3. The  property gains access from Main Street.      

4. The area under discussion is located within a low density residential designation in the Comprehensive Plan.    

5. A portion of the land is located within Zone X – Areas of 500 year flood; areas of 100 year flood with average depths of less than 1 foot or with drainage areas less than 1 sq. mile; and areas protected by levees from 100 year flood.   

6. Public facilities are available to serve the property.

7. The neighborhood is characterized by single-family residential uses and open space vacant lands.

SUMMARY OF REQUEST

The purpose of the plat is to establish a public right-of-way to extend utilities.  They are currently working to place the water, sewer etc. to the Deadwood Stage Run Addition.
